Grant promotes conservation and enhancement of public lands

An application form and project guideline information sheet is enclosed. The deadline for applications is Friday, January 22, 2010. 

The district is offering this grant to help cities and communities establish programs or develop projects to protect and conserve our natural resources while enhancing the aesthetic value of the natural environment. The maximum award through this grant can be up to $ 3,000, which must be matched with cash or in-kind services or donations. The project must be carried out on publicly owned or controlled land. APPLICATION and GRANT GUIDELINES

1. Proposals will be reviewed on a competitive basis by the Conservation District.

2. Project proposals must include funding or in-kind contributions from the applicant in an amount equal to the grant request. In-kind contributions can include materials, hired or volunteer labor, cash donations, or other grants. The maximum award through this grant can be up to $3,000.
3. Grant money must be spent within one year or returned to the Conservation District. 
4. Grant money must be used to accomplish the approved project.

5. If partial funding for a project is awarded, the applicant will have the option of accepting or rejecting the partial funding.

6. Applicants or applicant schools who have received grants in the past and have not met the reporting or other requirements to complete the grant will not be eligible for consideration. The Conservation District reserves the right to have grant money returned to the district if these requirements are not met.
7. You may be asked to furnish information or make a presentation about your project for the district's annual awards dinner or other district functions or publications.

8. You will be contacted by March 1 concerning the status of your application.

9. A project report will be required by April 15 of the following year. The report must include:

a. an evaluation of the project;

b. details on how funds were spent;

c. receipts for expenditures;

d. receipts or other documentation for match requirement;  

e. future plans for the project.

Applications must be received by 4:00 p.m. on Friday, January 22, 2010. Applications cannot be accepted by facsimile (FAX) but may be mailed or hand delivered to the Conservation District Office on or before the deadline during regular office hours – Monday, Wednesday, Friday 8:00 AM – 4:00 p.m..

PROJECT GUIDELINES
1. Project must be done on lands located in Campbell County which are owned, leased, or otherwise controlled by city, county, state, or federal government and are not operated for a profit. 
2. Proposals will be accepted for projects that: 

a. promote conservation of soil and water resources
b. improve and protect open space

c. enhance the aesthetic quality of the land
d. protect and improve water quality
e. provide stormwater benefits
f. provide wildlife habitat benefits
g. promote the use of native plant species

h. eradicate exotic, invasive species
i. promote urban agricultural initiatives (community gardens, etc.) 

3. Proposals will be considered for: 

a. expansion of existing programs
b. community tree planting and tree maintenance programs
c. signage for interpretative purposes and identification of plantings, when an integral part of a larger strategy

d. equipment and other signs, when an integral part of a larger strategy

e. annual plantings may be a component of a proposal, but should not be the major focus.

4. Evaluation of community enhancement programs will be based on their long-term benefits to the community. Projects using native plants will be given preference.
