REGISTRATION INFORMATION

Fall 2004 Season

Please note the following important elements of our registration and team assignment policy:

· Registration Procedure: You must register by mailing the form to Angela Thompson, 7889 Bobolink Drive, Cincinnati, Ohio, 45224 no later than June 21, 2004.  The most expensive registration is paid first then subsequent registrations until the $110.00 family maximum is reached.

All players will be assigned to a team according to registration order.  Late registrations will be accepted after June 21, 2004.  After June 21, 2004, players are accepted on a space available basis only.  Waiting lists are maintained, but C.H.R.A.C. Soccer makes no guarantee regarding assignment to a team.

· Coring of teams:  All districts within SAY Northwest may core from the Spring Season to the following Spring and from the Fall Season to the following Fall within a given division. When a player moves to a new division, they are then placed in the draw and the coring process begins again for that age group.  Fall teams may not be cored from Spring teams and vice versa. 

Exemptions: Head Coach may exempt his/her child(ren) from the Team Draw. The child(ren) of one assistant coach will also be exempt from the Team Draw, with the approval of the District Representative.

Playing Up:  Parents may request that his/her child be placed on a team in the next older division unless the child would normally be in the Instructional division. Such a request will be honored only if it is written on the child's registration form and approved by the league.

Special Requests: ‑ our affiliation with the Soccer Association for Youth (SAY) requires that all players be assigned to teams using a balanced methodology, or random draw. C.H.R.A.C. Soccer determines that the random draw is the most equitable system for all concerned. Therefore, the league will not accept special requests for playing assignments, which may result in disproportionate weighting of one team versus another.

There is only one exception to this policy: siblings playing together when their ages are close enough to allow them to play in one division.

· Fall Season Dates: 10 games will be played, between late August to the third week in October.   Practices typically begin in August (depending on the weather).  Practices are held at the discretion of the coaches, but generally consist of twice weekly sessions. A typical season will have 3 weeknight games and 7 Saturday games. No games are played on Labor Day Weekend.  

· Player Requirements:  No prior experience is necessary, but a willingness to learn and work hard as part of a team is vital. SAY soccer is a recreational program, designed to encourage participation and enjoyment of the world's most popular sport. While winning is always fun, the emphasis must be on teaching and development of players, both in the skills of the game as well as learning how to function as part of a team. All players must supply shorts, shoes, shin guards, water bottle, and a ball.  Players and parents are asked to fulfill their commitment to the team since coaches and teammates rely on each other to make the season successful. While the league will not prohibit players from participating in more than one team sport at a time, we encourage thoughtful consideration to fulfill multiple commitments to competing interests.

· Refund Policy: Requests for refunds must be in writing to the College Hill Soccer, 7889 Bobolink Drive, Cincinnati, OH  45224.  Include name of child, date of birth, phone number, name of person to whom the refund check should be written, and reason for refund. NOTE: Reimbursement will be made for only two reasons: 1) Relocation from the area, and 2) medical exemptions. No other requests will be honored.

The refund will be minus $15 per child for expenses such as uniform shirt, and SAY fees that are already paid by C.H.R.A.C.Soccer.  The child will remain a rostered player with the league.  Full refunds are given if no team is available for your child.

· Volunteer Responsibilities:  College Hill Soccer is a self‑supporting organization relying on the generous support of its members to provide all elements of league operations. No one associated with the league receives any payment for their efforts, with the exception of referees who are paid on a per game basis. We feel that our parents are a valuable resource within our soccer organization and would be grateful for any support you are willing to give.
